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2022 Australia Day Celebrations 
in Dunkeld 
 
In the lead-up to Australia Day we started 
hearing about other towns cancelling their 

celebrations and we received a phone call from the Shire 
asking if we were going ahead with ours. I said, “Mate, this is 
Dunkeld we would celebrate anything, yes we will be 
celebrating.” (How could you not celebrate being citizens of 
the greatest country in the world). 
 
The ceremonies were to start at 8.00am so the Lions were 
there before 7.00am to set up. By 7.45am our Master of 
Ceremonies, Mr John Smith, was telling our two School 
Captains what their part in the ceremony would be. At this 
stage we only had one problem, there were only about ten 
people there. Our guest speaker, Mr Simon Armytage, was 
talking with the two recipients and as we neared the starting 
time, the people arrived. We started at 8.00am and the 
crowd had swelled to about eighty people and Mrs Heather 
Macgugan started the ball rolling with the National Anthem. 
 
 Mr Smith called on the School Captains, Charlotte Alderman 
and Ben Peters, to unfurl the flag and then introduced Simon 
as our guest speaker (as always, he was entertainment itself, 
but his speech was one that did make you think about in 

particular our part of this great 
country). 
 
Mr Smith then gave some 
details about our 2021 recipient, 
Mr Peter Flinn AM (we could not 
hold the celebrations last year 
because of Covid restrictions), 
and our 2022 recipient, Mrs 
Heather Funk. 
 
As in other years I listened to 
what our recipients had done for 
not only our community but the 
wider community as well. The 

work put into the community by these people is a credit to 
them and their families because they could not do it without 
the support of their families. 
 
Both recipients then addressed the crowd and thanked their 
families and the other people in the various organisations 
that they had worked with. This was followed by the 
breakfast in the park supplied by the Lions Club members.

Heather was born at “Arrandoon”, Branxholme, Victoria the 
eldest daughter of Norm and Margaret Gorrie. She has two 
sisters, Jenny Crawford and Rosemary Langley. Heather 
was educated at the Branxholme State School and then the 
Hamilton High School and left in 1973 after completing Form 
5. 
 
After she left school she worked on the family farm, dairy and 
sheep, and also worked part-time at Warrawong farm for the 
Sharp family of Branxholme. This was one of the first tourist 
farms in the area. 
 

Heather did not play 
sport but gardened 
from a very early 
age and also 
shared a special 
interest in horses 
with her father. 
They bred and 
broke in several 
foals each year, and 
also showed their 
stud Jersey cattle. 
 
Bill and Heather 
married and she 
moved to Dunkeld 
in April 1980. They 
built a new home on 
the family farm 
“Mereweather 
Estate”, five kilometres from Dunkeld and raised three 
children, Claire, Charles and Robert. They ran fine wool 
sheep and Hereford cattle. Apart from working on the farm 
Heather has done gardening for other people, cleaned 
houses and cooked at Café Kittani and recently at 
Koopmans. She still runs a cottage for self-contained 
accommodation, has a large garden and seven wonderful 
grandchildren. 
 
In their time at Dunkeld, Heather has been involved in quite a 
few groups over the years and has held office bearer 
positions in some of them.

As we are aware, our Pacific 

neighbour Tonga, has suffered hugely from 

tsunami damage and the covering of 

volcanic ash, following the recent eruption of the volcano in 

the Pacific. Prior to the resulting tsunami, Tonga Red 

Cross helped with the evacuation of communities to higher 

ground.

These are things such as shelter kits, tarps, 

hygiene kits, buckets and non-food articles...enough to 

support 1200 families.

They 

have shipped further relief stocks on board HMAS 

Adelaide, including shelter kits, solar lanterns, jerry cans, 

tarpaulins and mosquito nets.  ‘The plan aims to support 

7,500 people over 4 months.’

Learning to Learn Program 
We are again running our Learning to Learn program for the 
first two weeks of schooling. All year levels are involved in 
this program, which supports every child as they step-up and 
into their new year level.

If you have a European wasp problem, and 
you know where their nest is located, please see Jason 
Linskens at Kelly's, and the message will be passed onto our 
very experienced volunteer, who will arrange a time to come 
and eradicate the nest.   Locating their nest first, is very 
important, as sometimes it can be a time consuming task - 
better done by yourself, rather than asking a volunteer to 
take time to do it!  The best way to work out where a nest is, 
is to sit near a water source e.g. a stock trough, watch 
quietly, and accustom your eyes to the wasps.   Especially in 
the evening, the wasps will come in for a drink and then head 
back to their nest.  You can see how this may take some 
time, and perhaps it may take you a few nights.  Sometimes 
the nests are very obvious, but often not!  They can be holes 
in the ground, or under an old saddle sitting on shed rafters.

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MUMBLINGS FROM FATHER DAVID 
I was reflecting that the world has changed forever and we 
cannot snap back to exactly how things were a couple of 
years ago. 
 
Masks seem likely to be our everyday fashion accessories. 
They are tricky and as with most things there is a downside 
and an upside. The downside is that folk are not as easy to 
recognise, and you have to look a little closer, maybe ask the 
self-effacing, embarrassing question.  
 
So, what’s the upside? The upside is that we are doing our 
very best to protect each other. There are also some pretty 
zany and creative styles and prints. Some of us have great 
creative genius and it's good to see it on show and celebrate 
it.

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Garden Notes – February 
 

The main planting season for winter 
and spring flowering bulbs starts in 

February and goes through to late May. Their 
main requirements are an open sunny position with good 
drainage and not too much competition from the roots of 
surrounding trees or shrubs. Compost or a light application of 
well decayed animal manure will be useful. Some bulbs e.g. 
hyacinths and tulips can be grown very easily in pots so that 
they can be moved around your garden or even brought 
inside for a special display. You will find full details regarding 

planting depths, distance apart etc on the packs in which you 
purchase your bulbs. 
 
February is a good time to prune your geraniums and 
pelargoniums. This is a very simple job which involves the 
removal of any dead, weak or broken shoots and reducing all 
other growth by approximately half. 
 
Winter vegetables are often scarce and expensive. You can 
plant now for winter harvest crops such as cabbage, 
cauliflower, celery, broccoli, Brussels sprouts, silver beet, 
carrots, parsnips, and turnips. 
 
Harvesting and storage of your fruit crop requires care and 
planning. Soft fruits such as peaches, plums etc will only 
“hold for a short time after picking, however, their shelf life 
can be prolonged by storage in the vegetables dish of your 
refrigerator. Drying, bottling, freezing and stewing are ways 
to extend their storage life. 
 
Pears can be picked a short time before ripening as they will 
continue to ripen after harvest, however, apples should only 
be picked when fully ripe. The main ways to determine when 
a fruit is ripe are skin colour, colour of pips (they should be 
dark brown), ease of harvest, calendar date and most 
reliable of all, taste. Fruit should be handled carefully to 
prevent bruising with only the best quality chosen for long 
term storge. Fruit stems should remain intact. Your fruit can 
be packed carefully into boxes and stored in a cool, airy 
position protected from extremes of temperature and 
sunlight. It is a good idea to regularly check your stored fruit 
and remove any which “go off” before the entire crop is 
tainted and spoilt.
